There will be no Kids Club, Cooking Demo or Membership Kiosk
Please make sure you are sanitising your hands between
transactions
Keep smiling even if no one can see it 

Reminder: On Sunday, the 8th of August the ASFM will bump out of the
Stirling Angas Pavilion and into the Leader St Pavilion.

All inside stallholders are required to move their stalls
immediately following the market and to set up their marquees and
fridge/freezers in Leader St and move all other equipment to their
Leader St site before leaving.

Outside stallholders that store equipment inside the pavilion will
be required to move their equipment to Leader St Pavilion before
leaving the market on that same day.
